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India loves Andersen

Audiences around the world love the music of Henrik Andersen. Right now he’s in India and they love ”the white Indian”. He’s back in Copenhagen 1st March to work on album # 2 with his band One Nation Under A Groove.

It has been a busy time to for musician and singer Henrik Andersen since he moved to India in October 2008. Both media and audiences around the world have spotted the musician and his melodies. Soon he’s going to attend a TV show on  ”Rainbow Television” in the town Pondicherry where he lives now. Newspapers and magazines such as ”RAVE Magazine” and ”Times Of India” have written stories about his fascinating life, and, radiostations (and hotels!) play  the album “Guardian Angel” and All India Radio Kolkata plays his latest album “RØR”. 
- I’m really excited. The audience says, they love our sound because it’s different from so much other music on the radio, says the Dane. 
Latest news is that One Nation Under A Groove has been given a “Supreme Award for 2008 for Best Group” by the British radio station RGW.
Henrik Andersen’s career follows two tracks:
Different sounding pop with vocals
Henrik Andersen is the front figure of One Nation Under A Groove and has composed most of the songs on the album ”Guardian Angel”, released in 2008. 

He partly lives in Copenhagen, playing guitar, sitar, bass, veena, sings lead vocals, human beat box and the Indian rhythm language "Konnakol", a new kind of rap. The 12 songs are soul/trip hop/pop with lyrics in English. One Nation Under A Groove has now over 65.000 listeners on My Space and many thousand fans on Facebook, Orkut, and other web sites.
Right now Henrik Andersen is recording a music video in India - the title song ”Guardian Angel”- which will soon be edited in Copenhagen. Another song ”Keep Da Groove” is now viewed by many fans at You Tube and on streetclipTV in Germany.
Besides being a brilliant singer (many says he sounds like David Bowie!), Henrik Andersen is also a very skilled guitarist. He also records his own solo material:

Instrumental solo projects
- I love POP, and I love fusion music, the mixture of everything is so inspiring, but I always focus on the melodies. They have to be catchy. That’s so important to me, says Henrik, who lives part-time Denmark – part-time India.
Henrik Andersen has just recorded songs with one of India’s best drummers, Ranjit Barot, and virtuoso Mandolin Rajesh for his next solo album (to be released at India Beat Records). Both musicians have just played on the guitar legend John McLaughlin’s brand new CD: "Floating Point".
Henrik Andersen is touring India in February with percussionists Pete Lockett and Bickram Ghosh on their project “Kingdom Of Rhythm”.
Possibly they will play songs from Henrik's solo album ”RØR” (in English: “Touch”) which has recently been released throughout India..

- The funny thing is, that Indians loves both styles and listens to all genres, they’ve been so open to my music, Henrik says.
No time for vacation
Next stop Denmark 1st March. Partly to work with One Nation Under A Groove and partly to travel around in Europe, doing more PR for ”Guardian Angel”. Along the way Henrik will tell great and fascinating stories about his many travels in India - and around the world. He has toured from Moscow to USA, playing with many greats; Outlandish, Trilok Gurtu, Music Spoken Here, Acoustic Guitars to name but a few.
- I have experienced so many funny things and met a lot of interesting people, it’s been an amazing journey, says the guitarist/sitar player/singer and composer that has travelled to India 10 times.
